has started this activity from 01.10.12, Vigor can be accessed on the basis
of different physiclogical parameters. The seed vigor is the sum of those
properties which determine the potential level of activity and
performance of the seed or seed lot during Germination/Field emergence
test. Loss in vigor precedes loss in germination, hence two lots having
similar germination could exhibit difference in vigor. The one with lower
vigoris likely to resultin poor field emergence. Therefore, there is a need to
distinguish between the seed lots of high & low vigor in addition to its
germinability. The Vigor rating is indicating the true field potential of a
seed lotorinstorage,
